GENERAL INFORMATION:
@ Only one bathroom per unit has to be accessible.
® Cabinets and shelving can be installed underneath counter space or lavatories provided that it is not permanent, the finish floor extends under the cabinets (ICC A117.1,
1002.12.3.1), and they are easily removable (with the use of nuts, bolts, and screws and/or without using a saw, prybar, or jackhammer).
@ All doors on accessible routes have a clear opening of 32" minimum, measured from the face of the door, when open 90% to the door stop. See Tip Sheet 14
Accessibility and Door Clearance.
@ Thresholds, if provided, are 1/2" high, maximum.
@ Crabbars: 1-1/4" to 2" in diameter, or the shape provides an equivalent gripping surface and is capable of supporting 250 lbs.
