POSITION PURPOSE 

This seasonal position performs all aspects of maintenance and landscape labor in 

various parts of the parks system. 

 

ESSENTIAL JOB FUNCTIONS 

Maintain park grounds by performing minor construction and repairs utilizing 

hand, gas or electric tools.  

Irrigate park grounds requiring a basic knowledge of sprinkler operations.   

Mow and trim park grounds and sidewalk areas using gas, electric or hand tools. 

Prune trees, scrubs, and bushes. 

Greet customers and promote positive public relations. 

Plant, weed and maintain all flower beds in the RV Park, Don Morse Park, 

Marina and Lakeside Park. 

 

ADDITIONAL JOB DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITES 

Assist putting course maintenance staff in keeping flower beds neat and clean 

Collect litter within park system. 

Water outdoor potted plants as needed. 

Assist ground maintenance staff with utility systems, i.e., water, sewer, garbage 

and electrical when needed 

Assist with minor construction and repairs, painting, cleaning, and litter control 

when needed 

Performs other duties as assigned 

 

WORKING CONDITIONS 

Work is performed in an outside environment and may be subject to heavy lifting.  

You will have exposure to normal equipment operating noise.  May be exposed 

to biological waste.   Job is subject to shift work Monday through Sunday and 

all holidays. 

 

PHYSICAL REQUIREMENTS 

Must be able to lift 50 pounds.  Prolonged standing and bending in all weather 

conditions.  Must be able to hear directions given.  Must be able to see when 

operating gas and electric equipment. Must be able to understand and speak 

English.
